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While my admitted bias toward the subject matter led me to find sources that in the majority cast a negative light on the entire practice of DRM, Copy Protection, and harrassment of software and music pirates, a good number of these sources indicated a trend, however gradual, of companies toward the acceptance of the inevitability of piracy and the impossibility of prevention.
